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The only prerequisite is knowledge of English language 
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Lectures and Group Discussions (mostly lectures)
There will be thirteen lectures, each of two hours, all in English, the topics listed below. There will be two group discussions, at which students and the teacher will discuss prearranged issues. 
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(1) Attendance and performance：20%
Attendance of students will be checked at some of the lectures, not preannounced, which will count towards this mark. At the two seminars, attendance will definitely be checked and those students who contribute more to the discussion will get higher marks than those who do not.
(2) weekly quizzes: 30% (first three weeks only). Each quiz will check how much the students have learned for the period of the course that precedes the quiz. The times the quizzes take place will not be announced in advance, so students who attend all classes are likely to receive better marks.
(3) Final Examination：50%. 
The examination will have two sections. First is short-answer questions, in which students answer a question on the course very briefly. Second are essay questions, in which students answer questions in greater detail and showing some analytical power. There is some choice in both sections.

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Colin Mackerras (FAHA, AO) has a PhD in China studies from the Australian National University. He worked at Griffith University in Queensland, Australia, from 1974 to his retirement in 2004. He is currently professor emeritus at Griffith University in Australia. His many research areas include Chinese modern history, theatre, ethnic minorities, past and present, Western images of China and Australia-China relations, and he has written widely on all of these. His many authored books include Western Images of China, Revised Edition (Oxford University Press, Hong Kong, 1999), China’s Ethnic Minorities and Globalisation (Routledge Curzon, 2003), China in Transformation 1900–1949, 2nd Edition (London and New York, 2008), China in My Eyes, Western Images of China Since 1949 （Renmin University Press, Beijing, 2013)。 and the Chinese-language version of the same book.He is a fellow of the Academy of the Humanities of Australia and an Officer in the Order of Australia.Over many years he has taught widely on China, Chinese history, Chinese politics, Chinese culture, ethnicity in China and Chinese literature and theatre. These have been taught mainly to undergraduate students. At Renmin University he has taught postgraduate students and others on Western images of China, as well as Australia-China relations. He has also taught postgraduate students at the Beijing Foreign Studies University. 
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The course will consider how the West has seen China since the sixteenth century, with focus on the People’s Republic. It will aim to analyse what gives rise to images and their relationship with reality. It will take a historical and also topical approach to these images.

b. Western Images of the Economy in the Twenty-first Century
c. Western Images of PRC Society
d. Western Images of the PRC’s Ethnic Minorities
Week 4:
a. Final lecture Conclusion; Summary and Significance of the Course
b. 2 hours group discussion of prearranged issues (to be announced later)
c. 2 hours group discussion of prearranged issues (same topics with a different group)
