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Prof. CARLO AMATUCCI was born in July 26, 1965. He was a full professor of Commercial Law and Securities in the Department of Political Science of University of Naples Federico II in Naples, Italy. And in 2007, he was the Elected President of the Degree Course. Then he has been coordinating as a member of the board of the research doctorate (PhD) in commercial law in the State University of Milan. And in 2011, he was choice as a coordinator Erasmus Programs with Nice Sophia-Antipolis(France). 
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This will be an introductory course on the history of the political and economic background that led Western European nations to the formation of the European Union and the creation of the Euro. The EU “experiment” and its many stages will be analyzed in the light of the current political situation of the major member nations of the EU since the financial crisis of 2008. Through case studies of UK and Mediterranean nations, namely Italy and Greece, the course will consider possible future political and economic scenarios that could affect the life and the very structure of the EU in the years to come.  
Harmonization of the rules relating to Company Law and Corporate Governance, as well as to accounting and auditing, is essential for creating an European Single Market for products and financial services. Initiatives to make the Corporate Governance, especially of listed companies, more effective are a feature of recent European law reforms, as are measures to simplify and ease burdens. An increasing EU harmonisation is taking place through the Company Law Directives, the Selfregulary Codes and the EU Commission’s recommendations.
The Course will also consider the reaction of the EU Commission to the financial crisis which severely hit the European Countries in 2008.
