The European Union is the first and so far only supranational organization. It governs now a considerable part of the common trade and international trade policy of 28 member states. Some of these states even have a common currency, the Euro. Internationally the EU is a regional trade agreement under WTO law. It also is increasingly an entity with a common foreign policy, a major player among the big powers of the earth. This course will deal with the „building blocks“ of supranational integration within the Union. How have we organized a common market? How do we prevent protectionism and preserve fair competition? How it’s this regional trade arrangement integrated in the world trade order? What means supranationality (that only exists in the EU)? What are the experiences with a common currency – the Euro - of 18 sovereign states: what teaches us the current financial crisis
The EU is a political entity, born after a particularly traumatic historical experience, built as an integration through law. All these three aspects will be dealt with in this course in order to find out what is particular in the European Union and what may perhaps serve as a model for other regions on that globe.

• History: learning from the second world war
• Institution: Council, Commission, Parliament and the Courts are transferring democracy and the rule of law on the international level while preserving the particularities and the influence of each member state.
• Supranationality: the unique feature of the European Union. It is not a state. But it is closer integrated than normal international organizations. There is truly supranational governance and, within certain limits, a priority of Union law over national laws.
• Common Market: the first field of integration in the Union: removing factual and legal barriers to trade and the free movement of persons inside the Union.
• Freedoms: the common market is developed and structured by five basic legal principles: the free flow of goods, services, workers, professionals and capital within the Union. Through extensive jurisprudence the Court of Justice has created an area of intensive integration in these fields.
• Protection of fair competition: since the market in the EU needs such competition it is preserved by a very strict competition law and a similarly strict administrative control of the Union together with its member states.
• Monetary Union: 18 member states have accepted a common currency, the Euro. However the construction of a common financial and economic policy is not yet sufficiently developed as the present financial crisis shows painfully.
• Trade Policy: as a regionally integrated market the Union is also a common Partner for Foreign states like China or the U.S. It a member of the WTO and has to follow its particular rules for regional trade agreements. And it’s powers now also cover the protection of international foreign direct investments.
• The Union is also increasingly a partner in foreign policy

All these aspects will be treated with a focus on the legal and institutional structures of the Union, but constantly also considering the historical and political implications, advantages, but also shortcomings of the integration process.
